Relationship duration

Relationship duration was measured on a scale from 1-7, 0-5 years (1), 5-10 years (2), 10-15 years (3), 15-

20 years (4), 20-25 years, 25-30 years (5) and longer than 30 years (7).

Parental conflict

Parental conflict concerns a combined five-item scale (Poortman et al., 2014) asking whether heated
discussions, strong reproaches, not talking to each other, conflicts escalated and living apart occurred before
the divorce (divorced parents) or generally (non-divorced parents) never (1), sometimes (2) or multiple

times (3).

Urbanisation

Urbanisation was provided to Lifelines by Statistics Netherlands and is measured on a scale from 1-5,

ranging from not urbanized (5) to strongly urbanized (1).
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
